· Mini-symposium led by students – involving a number of short presentations by students.  This provides you with an opportunity to present work you have undertaken during your undergraduate training. These may be lab-based research projects, or clinical audits.
A prestigious monetary prize & publication in Surgeons’ News will be awarded to the best presentation as selected by the panel of judges, with additional prizes for 2nd and 3rd places. Prize winners will also be invited to the School of Surgery dinner.
Presentations are selected after electronic submission of abstracts of any work or study undertaken during undergraduate training that is of surgical relevance (e.g. Special Study Modules, Electives, personal interest etc).  A small number of abstracts will be selected to give poster presentations. These will be on display at lunch, and a poster prize will be awarded for the best poster.
· A guest lecture on surgical training

· Lunch will be provided

· You are invited to stay for the School of Surgery in the afternoon, but this is targeted to postgraduate surgical trainees, and will include presentations by Surgical Research Fellows competing for the prestigious Chiene medal.
· The deadline for submitting an abstract is 31 October 2009. All abstracts must be submitted electronically.
